territories under its control That is not to say most Germans resisted unification because even as life in an assortment of
German states had some advantages an underlying insecurity prevailed in principalities lacking overarching authority
German speaking lands had been the sites of some of the continent s most brutal wars Moreover there was a growing sense
of German cultural and linguistic togetherness fostered by nationalists artists writers and composers Not surprisingly
German unity in 1871 caused geopolitical ripples that reverberated for decades Other larger European powers such as
Britain France and Russia came to feel threatened by the rise of Germany These tensions were still prevalent at the outbreak
of World War I in 1914 and it became even more important in World War II In part this was because Germany also became an
